Ecobottle Assignment

1) Begin by making your daily observations. Write everything down in your science notebook, using the following headings:  date, time, general impressions, terrestrial, decomposition, aquatic.  This should take no more than 10 minutes!

2) Once you have completed your observations, please answer the questions on the board from yesterday. Write this assignment in your science notebook! Label it: pH Assignment. It will be graded when I check notebooks next week. You will need a copy of the informational handout on pH to complete the questions (though it’s Halloween, we do not want you to take your own blood).

3) Once you are done, make a small, paper tombstone for each of the organisms that has died in your ecobottle and tape it to the outside of your ecobottle. Each group will then take a picture of their RIP ecobottle for their website.

4)  Repair ecobottles as necessary!

Note: The first three steps must be done and ecobottles returned to the front window within thirty minutes.

5)  Once you are done, the group will present Jeff with a sheet that outlines which section of the website students will work on. Every student will have access to a laptop for this part of the project and can work simultaneously on the website. It will be necessary for all students to log off 10 minutes prior to the end of the period so the webmaster can pull all the entries into the final website.

Note: We only have five more weeks to work on this project and we will miss three Fridays due to holidays and field trips. You must have a completed website ready for review by December 2. This is going to require you to work on your website outside of class – it is your science homework!!

This is a group project! You will receive both a group grade and an individual grade. You will also be asked to rate the participation and effort of all the members of your team. It would be wise to keep this in mind during the next couple weeks. Make sure you know exactly what your group expects you to complete.
